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GOOD PRACTICE OWNER and GOOD PRACTICE CHAMPIONS

A GP Owner is a person/group of individuals and/or institution that plays a crucial role
in the GP. Thus, a GP owner understands all the ins and outs of the GP and is often the
initiator of GP.

Others involved in the Practice (not considered GP Owners) may be invited to assist in
the filtering and writing process. Such persons, who have insights into what makes
the GP pro-poor, are better-positioned to help influence policies. Thus, with their
thorough understanding of the GP, they (as an individual or as a team) can function as
GP Champions.
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
